Memra מאמר comes from the Hebrew word amair אמר which means to 
speak or declare.  
In the first century the Rabbi’s taught wrote commentaries on the Bible 
called Targums. 
“From the beginning with wisdom the Memra (Word) of the Lord created 
and perfected the heavens and the earth … And the Memra (Word) of the 
LORD said, ‘Let there be light’; and there was light by His Memra (Word). 
A (Genesis 1:1–3; Targum Neofiti) 
On the seventh day, the Memra of the LORD completed his work which 
he had created, and there was Sabbath.”  (Genesis 2:3; Targum Neofiti)
