| wonder what we would hear if we were known as listeners.

Numbers 24:1-19

But | thought Christmas was about 2.

Christmas is about Jesus and is all over the Bible.

Jacob stretches out like beside the rivers. (v6)

Water will from his buckets. (v7 John 4:14)

Jacob’s (singular) Jesus will be king. (v7)

In the future a star will show up signaling a who will win. (v17)

God says things about Balaam in: Numbers 31:8, 31:16,

Deuteronomy 23:4-5, Josh 13:22, 24:9-10, Nehemiah 13:2, Micah 6:5, 2
Peter 2:15-16, Jude 11, and Revelation 2:14
Starting in Numbers 22 Balaam acts holy behaves unholy.

Balaam’s has to instruct him.
